General Education Committee
Meeting Minutes (Amended)

I. Call to order
Mark Ford called to order the regular meeting of the General Education Committee at 2:05pm on 10/11/12 in Smith Building Room 118.

II. Roll call

III. Open issues

a) Proposal 1: Proposal from CLAS to add Art 3793 to the General Education Core. Dr. Cindy Peterson noted that the CLAS voted to add ART 3693: Art History as a general education course.  She presented the specifics of the course, such as what it replaces and what it offers to students who are elementary education majors.  Dr. Ford noted some assignments of importance from the course syllabus indicating a strong integration of faith and learning in the course.
A motion was made by Dr. Dave Wegley and supported by Dr. Neil Friesland.  The committee voted unanimously to adopt the motion.
b) Proposal #2: Proposal from the Department of Teacher Education to add ENGL 1703: English Composition II as a General Education Requirement. Dr. Neil Friesland presented to the committee the specifics behind adding ENGL 1703 to the General Education requirements for Teacher Education majors.  The rationale behind the proposal is to give teacher education candidates a greater ability to write academically and understand research strategies in order to become more effective teachers.  This program improvement is offered as part of the Department’s outcomes assessment process.   Neil said that CBase testing scores dropped after English Composition II was dropped from the curriculum. Including English Composition II back into the requirements will be effective with Fall 2013 term.
Motion was made by Dr. Cindy Peterson and supported by Jonathan Downs.   The committee voted unanimously to adopt the motion.
IV. Discussion Items – 
#1. Staffing concerns were raised regarding adding English Composition II back into the Teacher Education curriculum.  Dr. Cindy Peterson agreed it was a major concern. Ms. Janell Kellum brought forward the issue of students being able to test out of ENGL 1503, English Comp I, based on ACT scores or AP or CLEP tests. 
#2. A request was made by Dr. Peterson, whenever a proposal is going to be coming to a vote by the General Education Committee, that the chair of the department offering the course would be notified so that he/she could be present to offer any information.
#3. Dr. Ford readdressed the issue from the 9/6/12 General Education meeting in which a policy dealing with course substitutions was passed by the General Education Committee.  Dr. Ford stated that the policy had been adopted by the Academic Affairs Committee and has gone to Dr. Ragan for approval.
